D Reading Curriculum 
Informational Meetings

Lake Villa School District #41 is very excited about its new reading 
curriculum. Informational meetings are scheduled all of the District 
curriculum nights. The meetings will take place from 6:00 pm to 6:30 pm 
in each of the schools’ gymnasiums. Parents are encouraged to attend. 
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ach spring, our School Improvement 
Team analyzes our test data to see how 
we can improve instruction. We also 
solicit input from various sources to see 

if what we are doing is working. In the spring of 
2008, under the direction of Mr. Alex Barbour, our 
Executive Director of Teaching and Learning, we 
decided to spend last year researching the concept 
of “block scheduling” and determining if this was 
something we thought would benefit the students in 
our school. 

After collecting research on the idea, visiting other 
schools currently using a block or modified block 
schedule, conducting a book study, and discussing  

the strengths and weaknesses of the concept, we  
concluded that implementing a modified block  
schedule for the 2009/10 school year would be  
beneficial to the learning process at Palombi.  

The two subjects that will be blocked are reading 
and language arts. The students will attend either 
reading or language arts for a “blocked” two period 
session every other day. For example, on “A” day 
Susie will have reading for two periods and science, 
social science, math, physical education, and an 
encore class for one period. On a “B” day, Susie will 
have language arts for a two period block and sci-
ence, social science, math, physical education and 
an encore class for one period. “A” and “B” days will 

be scheduled every other day throughout the year.

The positives of implementing a block schedule are 
that it benefits students’ learning by allowing more 
time to process information, it decreases 
fragmentation, it provides a greater opportunity to 
organize information and it creates opportunities for 
engaged learning. It also supports the Response to 
Intervention Model created in District 41 which 
addresses the needs of all students.

We will continually evaluate the program and  
determine if our goals for the program are being met. 
Changes and or expansion of the program will then 
be determined for the following year.
